 Description

MonaLisa is a tool which monitors grid processes and communications throughout the world. This project proposes a permanent display for the FCC Lobby. There are two proposals for the actual display and two possible implementations of the infrastructure.

The two display possibilities are;

1. Add a new LCD display of approximately 30” ( wide aspect ratio) between the two existing plasma displays and the three vertical displays.
2. Replace the top display on the left hand pole with a 20” LCD display (wide aspect ratio) and move the current top display to the middle spot.

The implementation will require a very high performance PC which will be both bulky and noisy. The location of that PC is in question. The two possibilities are to put it in the ceiling area, out of sight, or in the computer room and run cables to the display from there.

The ceiling solution may require special safety considerations. The computer room solution may require special equipment/software to allow remote console operation and special video extension hardware.

Additionally a handheld remote control is being investigated. That would allow hands-on demonstrations and facilitate changes to the display.


The principal goals are: 
1. Decide on the specific display taking into consideration both esthetic and cost considerations.
2. Decide on the implementation after investigating the technical and safety feasibility

3. Purchase equipment

4. Installation and configuration of software

5. Installation of hardware
