SNAP Dewar Safety Review Meeting Minutes

Amy Pavnica was not able to attend. However, she did provide comments via email on her review of the documentation distributed before the meeting. Dave Pushka provided comments on the documentation via email as well.

The comments from Amy and Dave were discussed and it was determined that the Job Hazard Analysis (JHA) should be modified to address those comments in the following way:
1. Since normal operation specifies that the dewar will not be opened until the inner chamber is allowed to reach room temperature, there is no need to require gloves for handling the dewar. However, if the dewar is opened before the inside reaches room temperature, gloves are to be worn. An example of a suitable glove is documented in the text added to the JHA.

2. The Oxygen Deficiency Hazard analysis indicates that as long as the dewar is not operated within a closed volume of 2.6 cubic meters or less, it is considered class 0 ODH. Therefore, the JHA has been updated to indicate that the dewar should be operated in rooms greater that 2.6 cubic meters in volume. 
The members of the review then went to see the dewar which was taken apart to expose the components of the inner chamber. Dave Pushka asked if the individuals working in the area had been asked if the system noise was a problem. The members were informed of an email requesting such feedback that was sent on May 9 to residents of the offices neighboring the open bay lab. So far, only Marc Mengel has responded indicating that it was a minor annoyance. ESE will attempt to add some additional soundproofing to address this.

It was agreed that Alan Prosser would write up these minutes and forward them along with the modified JHA document to Phil Pfund. Phil would then respond with the recommendation of the committee.
