Memorandum of Understanding
between
Thomas Jefferson Lab National Accelerator Facility
and
Fermi Research Alliance, LLC


This memorandum of understanding is hereby made and entered into by Thomas Jefferson Lab National Accelerator Facility (JLAB) and Fermi National Accelerator Laboratory (FNAL).

Purpose

The purpose of this MOU is to agree that it would be beneficial for Thomas Jefferson Lab National Accelerator Facility (JLAB) and Fermi National Accelerator Laboratory (FNAL) to implement and maintain  a remote website for JLAB in case of an emergency. This support is offered as a professional courtesy to a local sister facility in the DOE Office of Science laboratory complex.  The JLAB remote website will consist of a virtual host running on the central FNAL web servers to help facilitate JLAB information dispersal in time of emergency, and where FNAL support will be provided on a best-effort basis and costs are expected to be minimal.   

In general, an addendum will set out the infrastructure needed to host a JLAB remote website.  JLAB is to provide the needed expertise to setup and maintain the website. It is understood that the purpose of this document is to provide a general outline of the agreement, and not to provide a comprehensive detailed list of items.  

Both JLAB and FNAL are committed to developing an addendum to this MOU that describes the agreement between JLAB and FNAL in the event of an actual emergency.  
 
JLAB intends to:

1. Identify information required by FNAL for remote user ID and computer accounts.
2. Provide relevant emergency documents to Fermi personnel as needed.
3. Be responsible for redirection of http://www.jlab.org to the virtual host at FNAL.
4. Provide key points of contact in the following areas: administrative, servers, networking, and data center.




FNAL intends to:

1. Identify a virtual host at FNAL on the central web servers in FNAL
2. Provide remote access to authorized JLAB personnel so they can maintain the website.
3. Provide updates to the website when authorized JLAB personnel do not have access.
4. Identify with JLAB the information needed to redirect http://www.jlab.org to the FNAL virtual host.
5. Provide key points of contact in the following areas: networking, web administration.  
6. Cooperate with JLAB personnel to best meet the mutual needs of each party.

It is mutually understood that:

Funding. No funding is associated with this MOU.

Personal Property/Equipment. The JLAB remote website will consist of a virtual host running on the central FNAL web servers at FNAL. Any transfer or loan of equipment will be implemented under an addendum to this agreement.

Intellectual Property. No intellectual property is associated with this MOU. If intellectual property is identified in an addendum, the addendum will set out each side’s duties and responsibilities.

Modification.  Modifications to this document must be made by an addendum signed by both parties.

Terms of Agreement. The MOU shall be renewed annually unless terminated pursuant to the paragraph on termination below.

Termination.  Written notification of termination of this MOU by either party must be provided at least 60 days before expiration.
