Computing resources for Summer Students
The Computing Sector would like to offer two options for providing computing resources for summer students- a virtual Fermilab PC running on their personal laptop/tablet or resources identified by a Division or Section to be used by the student.

Option 1 Virtual PC
Many summer students have a personal pc or tablet that they use for college. We will be providing a virtual PC environment for students that choose to bring in their personal laptop (windows or Apple)  or tablet (Android or iPad) to do their work during their tenure at the lab (with permission of their hiring manager). The Service Desk will help them get their personal machine registered on the lab network and install the virtual client. The virtual client will be our standard Windows 7 environment with Microsoft office installed and will allow the student to easily access restricted fileservers, websites and applications that require certificates.

Option 2 Division/Section Resources
Many Divisions and Sections have spare desktops and laptops that can be configured for use by summer students. One of our desktop support people will examine the hardware to ensure it will run our supported environment for Windows and Macintosh systems. Many machines that are 6 or more years old can no longer be configured to meet our baselines for security and energy efficiency settings.
