NOvA Control Room Package Update Procedure

A small group of packages have been identified as critical to NOvA control room operations.  The current list is:

· Java

· Firefox

· X

· kernel*

* kernels are not updated nightly; these updates are done manually and follow a separate procedure. 

The control room workstation nova-daq-05 is configured to receive nightly package updates via yum-autoupdate from SLF.


If one or more of the packages listed above receives an update, an email will be generated and sent to: nova_runcoordinator@fnal.gov, and additionally to the Scientific Linux Architecture Management team mailing list.

Upon receiving this email, the run coordinator (or someone delegated to the task) should log into nova-daq-05 and perform some discretionary functional testing.  

Any problems should be reported immediately to the Service desk at x2345 or https://fermi.service-now.com/fsc/.

If no problems are reported within the week following the initial notification (the deadline will be provided in the email), updates will be applied to the remaining control room workstations at FNAL and Ash River.  
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
