Indico Design Note
Indico is an event based scheduling application. The web based tool allows one to manage complex conferences, workshops, and time-tables of meetings, to attach multimedia files to each event item and to store the resulting agendas in a multi-level hierarchical tree. 

Indico more closely matches the requirements of the lab than the previously reviewed solution, Webevent. 

Background
The division was looking for an event based calendar solution. There were two packages offered up for review. Webevent was the first, a pay product that did not have the flexibility desired and Indico, an open source product developed by Cern which did have the features and flexibility.
Requirements
In order to implement the Indico solution, a server must be purchased to run the software. A support structure should exist for the server hardware and operating system. There should also be a general support structure for the Indico software and it’s parts.
Design

The server will be configured with Windows 2003 Standard SP1 and the latest MS patches. Antivirus software and SMS agent will also be installed. The Indico server will talk to the central Antivirus server to obtain definition updates. 
The Indico software and components are installed according to the documentation created by Cern. Install questions will be forwarded to the Cern Indico tech support mailing list for resolution.
Hardware
A Dell server (2650) is required for implementation of the Indico product.
Software
Indico is a software package developed by Cern. It is available free of charge. In order for Indico to run it requires some back end open source programs, ZODB, Python, Mod Python, Report Lab and Apache. ZODB handles the database for Indico and Apache is the web server.

Cost
The hardware required for Indico is a Dell 2650 server with redundant disk and power supplies. 3 years of hardware maintenance is included in price.
There is no cost for the Indico software. Since Indico and its components are open source, support basically consists of several mailing lists.
