DocDB Meeting Minutes
June 27, 2005

A. Interface between SPMS and DocDB

Eric and Matt each have their scripts which need to communicate with each
other. Eric is going to work on the script with help from Matt.

Program Support will appoint someone as Jen's replacement to input documents
and test.

We need to decide whether we want to push docs to DocDB as they are entered
or whether the documents should be archived after the Conference.

We will find a workshop to use as a use case for
Eric for using SPMS.  This is therefore low priority now, but will be higher
priority once an event is identified.

B. DocDB API

Eric's current API can add new documents, but probably cannot update them.
John needs to test for converting NuMI notes to DocDB, so he and Eric will
collaborate on developing the API.

OSG may want to look at CodeCharge for it's API, depending on what Eric and
John come up with.


C. Current Status of DocDB (Certificates)

Latest version is working okay with a few minor fixes needed.

Ruth is concerned about switching to certificates only.  What about people
who are offsite or borrowing a computer somewhere without access to their
certificate or people who don't have certificates at all?

Eric suggests 3 instances of each DB: public, read only (username and
password) or read-write (certificate version).

Marcia will show Vicky how to get a certificate. She will also inquire as to
a storage mechanism for one's certificates (does CSI have or know about one?
FermiGrids? Can someone with access to FNALU renew their Fermilab
certificate?)

Once we have ironed out the above, Marcia and John will write up a plan and
send it around to cd-proj-docdb.

D. Requested Changes to DocDB:

Underlying database changes will take place in version 7, which will come
out soon.

1. Eric took Penelope's extension document and will think about it and send
a response. LIGO has requested something similar.

CD should look at Cross References, a new(ish)feature.

2. Public vs. Private views:
Basic instructions will be written for the Public version.  The other items
on the sidebar are not necessary for the Public.

3. Any special messages we want can be implemented with ProjectMessages
script.

4. New configuration options for DocumentDatabase
   a. Collaboration Meetings - Eric will change
   b. Managed documents can be turned on/off via the ProjectGlobals script.
   c. Conferences - Eric will change
   d. Help File - new instructions page is really good.
    - we all agreed that the problem of not being able to choose a Major
Topic really isn't a problem.
    - let's make the notes about the xml help files more prominent.

E. Output Forms

Eric will think about making the fields that are displayed in the tables for
meetings optional.  This is a lower priority item depending on how much work
it is.

F. New instances of DocDB

Eric said Lynn Garren had been contacted about maintaining the ILC Document
Database on docdb.fnal.gov. He does not know how far along it is.

MINOS and NOVA have both adopted DocDB.

G. Changes for Version 7

Eric provided a list of things he has been thinking of for this version.
From that list, we can definitely use the following:

- make sure that most duplicate documents don't get submitted (someone 
hitting reload and
duplicating the document).
- ability to change document type
- making small meetings easier to enter
- allowing meeting minutes to be built with the meeting organizer
- better sharing of DocDB among "separate-but-related" groups.

We may be able to use cross references between databases, since many CD
personnel also work for collaborations.

H.  Other Items


1. Eric needs us to provide a list of Meeting items we would like changed. 
Mari is in charge of making such a list.  She will consult with Liz Buckley 
re Numi as well as the SIS staff and will submit the list to Eric and 
cd-proj-docdb.

2. Question: Can we have a Public security group people are thrown into when
they do not have a public certificate?  This would help us eliminate our
public instances.

Answer: DocDB already puts people in the public group.

3. We can help eliminate some of the work by having a
CommonProjectGlobals.pm file along with a Global file with the parameters
that are not shared.

I. Action Items for Eric:

(in order of priority)

1. Development of API
2. SPMS Integration
3. Meeting Modifications
4. User documentation (prominence of note about help popups, addition of
items here and there, etc.)
5. Getting rid of "Collaboration Meetings" and "Conferences" on home page.
5. Output forms (option not to display all fields in table)
6. Instructions for Public page

Possible Items that would have to be folded into the above:

1. DocDB Extensions?(Penelope's suggestion)

2. Marcia will talk to Vicky and get input for possible further changes
