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1 History and Introduction

The Program Support Group, with support for the web server and production system administration from CSS, began the project of evaluating the use of DocDB by the Computing Division, US-CMS and the Open Science Grid in October, 2004.   During the evalutation project, DocDB needed to be moved to a newer, faster server in response to speed issues.  In addition, certificate authentication needed to be tested in order to address security concerns.  Finally, the beginning of a highly customizable interface using Cascading Style Sheets as well as more built-in user options  was formed.  The project’s evalutation phase was completed in April, 2005, and DocDB is now an ongoing service provided by the Program Support Group. This document discusses the current status of DocDB, as well as the plan for continuing support.  

2 Current Status

The Division will continue to use DocDB until a more capable and maintainable system is in place.  As DocDB falls under the Enterprise Infrastructure Upgrade (EIU) project umbrella, DocDB will likely be moved eventually to another database supported by the Division (Oracle or Postgres).  At present, DocDB uses a mysql database for metadata.
There are currently several instances of DocDB, all hosted on a single Linux box, cd-docdb.fnal.gov:  CD DocDB (cd-docdb.fnal.gov), US-CMS DocDB (uscms-docdb.fnal.gov), OSG DocDB (osg-docdb.opensciencegrid.org) and MINOS DocDB (minos-docdb.fnal.gov.   In addition, there is a test instance (test-docdb.fnal.gov).  ).  A fifth instance for the Nova Collaboration is planned for July, 2005.  The mysql database is hosted on cd-docdb as well.

4 Maintenance and Support

The proposed maintenance and support plan is:

1.  Database schema, customizations and scripts are the responsibility of Program Support.  (If problems are at the system-level (i.e., missing libraries, utilities not working), CSS will provide troubleshooting assistance.) 
2.  User interface – Marcia Teckenbrock 

3.  Web server and system administration, including backups on cd-docdb – (CSS:  John Inkmann/Jim Fromm)
4.  mysql database -  (Program Support:  Marcia Teckenbrock/John Urish)  cron job running nightly creates a dump file; report will be emailed to database administrators.  CSS will backup our dump files.

5.  Problem reporting for users:  DOCDB-ADM@fnal.gov (mail to Marcia Teckenbrock & John Urish)

6.  Ongoing infrastructure support and configuration - John Urish (10%), Marcia Teckenbrock (10%); 

7.  Core code modifications and support – Consultant contract with Eric Vaandering of Vanderbilt University of a maximum of 20 hours per quarter. 
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
